
To approve and allow the AskBrian AI Assistant PowerPoint Add-In from AppSource, follow
the next steps:

1. Sign in to Microsoft 365 Admin Center

2. Open the Microsoft 365 Admin Center

3. Manage Add-In Deployment

Go to admin.microsoft.com
Sign in with your Global Administrator or Office Apps Administrator credentials.

In the left-hand menu, click on "Settings" and then select "Integrated apps" or directly
go to Settings > Add-ins (depending on your tenant).

Click on "Add-ins" under Settings.

4. Deploy the Add-In

In the Add-ins section, click "Deploy Add-In" or manage existing add-ins.

Click "Continue"



Choose "Deploy from the Store".



Use the search bar to find "AskBrian AI Assitant" and click "Get it now" or "Add".



Accept the license terms and privacy policy and click on "Continue".

In the "Assign Users" section, select to deploy the add-in to everyone in your
organization. Click on "Continue".





In the next Section review the app permissions and confirm them by clicking on "Save".

After confirmation of the app permissions, the Add-In will appear in PowerPoint for all
selected users, and they will be able to use it even if AppSource installation is otherwise



restricted. Click on "Continue".

We recommend following Microsoft’s suggestion to introduce the app to your users via
email. Once you’ve reviewed the guidelines, complete the deployment by closing the



Important Notes

Accessing the Add-in
Once deployed, users in your organization can access the add-in in PowerPoint by:

installation wizard.

You must have Office365 admin rights to deploy PowerPoint add-ins to your
organization.
It can take up to 24 hours for the add-in to appear in users' PowerPoint ribbons.
This centralized deployment method is designed for corporate deployments and requires
no additional client or server configuration.

1. Opening PowerPoint
2. Going to the "Insert" tab
3. Clicking on "Get Add-ins" or "My Add-ins"



By following these steps, you can successfully add a PowerPoint add-in to your organization
as an administrator, making it available to your users through centralized deployment.
